2η Διδακτική Ώρα (45’)
Reading Text: Ancient Egypt
Paragraph A
Ancient Egypt was one of the greatest civilizations in history. It started more than 5,000 years ago in North Africa, near the Nile River. The Nile was very important because it gave water, food, and transportation. Thanks to the river, people could grow crops and build villages and cities. Over time, Egypt became a rich and powerful civilization.
Paragraph B
The Egyptians believed in many gods and goddesses who controlled nature and life. They believed in the sun god Ra and the god of the afterlife Osiris. Egyptians also believed strongly in life after death. Because of this belief, they prepared their bodies and built special tombs for the dead. Many rulers were buried in pyramids with treasures, food, and objects they might need in the afterlife.
Paragraph C
The rulers of Egypt were called pharaohs. Egyptians believed the pharaoh was both a king and a god on Earth. The pharaoh controlled the army, the land, and the laws of the country. He also built temples and monuments to honor the gods. Powerful pharaohs organized large building projects and helped Egypt grow stronger.
Paragraph D
Most Egyptians were farmers who lived near the Nile. Every year the river flooded and left rich soil on the land. This soil was perfect for farming. Farmers grew crops such as wheat, barley, vegetables, and fruits. The Egyptians had learned how to control the water from the Nile and use it to help their farms.
Paragraph E
Ancient Egyptians built amazing monuments that still exist today. The pyramids are the most famous of these structures. They were built as tombs for powerful pharaohs. Building a pyramid took thousands of workers and many years. Egyptians had built many pyramids before other ancient civilizations became powerful.
Paragraph F
Egyptian society had many different groups of people. At the top were the pharaoh and the royal family. Below them were priests, soldiers, and government officials. Scribes were also very important because they could read and write. Most people were farmers, workers, and builders who helped create the great cities and monuments of Egypt.
