Mind Map: Structure of a Formal Letter of Sensitization
Central Topic:
Letter to the International Community regarding the Human Rights of Refugees
This structure follows a formal and persuasive format, required when addressing official bodies to advocate for change.
1. Beginning (Formalities / Header)
• Sender & Date: (e.g., [Group Name], [Date])
• Recipient: (e.g., To the International Community / Esteemed Members of UNHCR)
• Salutation: (e.g., Dear Esteemed Representatives, [Previous turn])
2. Introduction (Paragraph 1)
• Purpose: Clear statement of the goal: To raise awareness (sensitize) about the global refugee crisis.
• Context: Briefly introduce the seriousness of the problem and the urgency for action.
3. Main Body (Main Arguments / 3-4 Paragraphs)
A. Analysis of Problems & Rights Violations
• Living Conditions: Describe the hardships faced: pain, danger, exploitation, and poverty [Previous turn].
• Specific Rights Violated:
    ◦ Education: Highlight the lack of schooling. Use the argument that education is the "armour that will protect you in life" [Previous turn, 23].
    ◦ Safety and Dignity: Refer to the risks like smuggling and trafficking, and the suffering caused by loneliness and hunger [Previous turn, 14, 28].
B. Proposals and Solutions (Call to Action)
• Education Support: Appeal for the building of schools and the provision of teachers by the international community.
• Protection Measures: Demand enhanced protection and support for family reunion [Previous turn].
• Promote Tolerance: Emphasize that tolerance is the rule of the game and the way to sanity [Previous turn].
• Expected Outcome: Ensure that being a refugee "doesn’t have to ruin your life".
4. Conclusion (Final Paragraph)
• Summary: Briefly restate (summarise) the most important solutions proposed.
• Final Appeal: Issue a strong closing statement urging the international community to take immediate responsibility and action.
5. Closing (Sign-off)
• Formal Closing: (e.g., Sincerely yours, Respectfully) [Previous turn].
• Signature: (e.g., [Name/Group Name], Concerned Citizens).
