Education is everything

Muzoon was only 14 years old, when she left her hometown in Syria in 2013 because of the civil war. Her parents and siblings - two brothers and a sister - fled across the border to Jordan. They lived in refugee camps for three years. Life in exile was not easy for them; they were forced to move several times. Her main concern, though, was to be able to continue her education. Finally, the family was moved to Newcastle, UK  in 2015.

Muzoon is known for her efforts to keep Syrian girls in school. Education has always played an important part in her life, since both her parents were teachers. She decided to take action when she realized that half of the girls in her class at Za’atari refugee camp dropped out of school to get married. So, she became an advocate for education; she tried to persuade parents to leave their children, particularly girls, at school rather than make them marry early.

Her efforts to that end resulted in her being known all over the world. In June 2017, she became the youngest GoodWill Ambassador of UNICEF.
