Foreign waiters
give you foreign-language menus to order foreign specialties. Foreign receptionists serve you speaking
their own language, to have an unforgettable stay in an environment that has nothing to do with our
homeland. And maybe some poster on the wall of your room, with some deserted beach from those that
no one knows how to tell you exactly where it is, reminds you with a huge GREECE of the country
where you are on vacation.

Greece is not only sun and sea and the wonderful landscapes you see on postcards. Greece is also the
people who live here. And it is worth looking for both on your travels, perhaps more so the people of it.
But if it is once difficult to discover pristine and authentic landscapes, it is twice as difficult to discover
authentic Greeks. Look for them away from the tourist areas.
