b. What are the constituent elements of the city-state from an organizational point of view ? (10 points)
TEXT A
It is therefore clear that the city is not the settlement of people in an area and that they are not wronged among themselves and that they have trading relations. These are necessary for a city to exist, but even if all this were to happen, there would not be a city, but only when there would be proper communication between families and clans for the sake of a perfect and self-sufficient life. […] The purpose, therefore, of the city is to live well and all this exists for the success of the final goal. A city, therefore, is the union of kinship groups and communities for the sake of the success of a perfect and self-sufficient life. This is, as we said, the happy and virtuous life. Therefore, we must state that political society is for the sake of the good deeds of citizens and not only for their coexistence.

TEXT A
The founding of the Delian alliance
The Athenians thus assumed the leadership with the will of the allies because of their enmity against Pausanias. They determined which of the allies had to contribute money and which had to provide ships to deal with the barbarians. The purpose, they said, was to plunder the King's possessions, in retaliation for what they had suffered. For the first time, then, the Athenians appointed Greek tax collectors who went and collected the tax. This is how the levy was then called. The amount of the first tax that was determined was four hundred and sixty talents, the treasury was Delos and the assemblies of the alliance were held in the Temple.

It had already been decided that the Athenian and Ionian allies would send their representatives to determine the preliminary procedures to Delos, the ancient religious center of the Ionians . That " xynodos " defined the aims of the Athenian alliance and decided on its organization, while at the same time recognizing the leading position of Athens . [...] The purpose of the (Athenian) alliance was defined as being to take "revenge on the Greeks for what they suffered at the hands of the barbarians , plundering the country of the Persian king" (Thucydides characterizes this as a pretext). TEXT A
As long as he [Pericles] ruled the state and there was peace, he led it with moderation and ruled it with security; and the state grew stronger under his leadership than ever before. […] The reason was that he, because he had great influence from his position and his strong intellect, and it was clear to everyone that he could not be corrupted by money, restrained the multitude without taking away their freedom, and did not allow himself to be led by them, but led them himself, because he did not gain his power by improper means and by rhetoric that flattered their impulses, but was able, from the great esteem they had for him, to oppose them and even provoke their anger.

Under Pericles’ leadership, the City Council passed a series of laws that were a major step toward establishing the most democratic system ever created. These laws […] provided that most public offices would be filled by lot. […] All public officials would have short terms and would be subject to strict scrutiny. […] The democratic ideal required the participation of the majority of citizens in decision-making, but the poor were unable to participate unless they were paid. To address this problem, Pericles introduced a law that authorized such payments […] to judges, members of the House of Five Hundred, to the archons, to all elected officials, and to those serving in the infantry and navy.

Classical period – Peloponnesian War (pp. 103-4)

4. Based on your historical knowledge and the information you draw from the text, answer the following questions:
a. What were the main causes of the Peloponnesian War? (12 units)
b. What were the consequences of the Peloponnesian War for the Greek city-states? (13 units)

Of all the previous wars, the greatest was the Persian War, which ended with two naval battles and two battles, while the current war lasted for many years and caused so many disasters in Greece, which it had never suffered in a similar period of time. Never before have so many cities been conquered and destroyed, either by barbarians or by Greeks fighting among themselves. In many cities, in fact, after they were destroyed, a new population was settled. Never before have so many exiles taken place and so many people killed, either in war or in civil strife. […] All this happened during the war. The Athenians and the Peloponnesians began it by denouncing the thirty-year libations that they had made after the revolt of Euboea. I will first explain the reasons and differences that led to the war, so that no one may wonder later why the Greeks got involved in such a great war. The real, of course, but unacknowledged reason was, as I think, that the great growth of Athens frightened the Lacedaemonians and forced them to fight.

Classical era - Philip II and the unification of the Greeks (106-8)
5. Based on your historical knowledge and drawing on information from the text given to you, answer the following questions:
a. What were the goals of Philip II's foreign policy? (12 points)
b. How did Philip II organize the Macedonian army? (13 units)
TEXT
Philip had undertaken his first campaigns against the Thracians and Illyrians for two reasons: to discourage these peoples from raiding Macedonia and, secondly, to repel them, to regain the benefits of their conquests . […] By 356 BC Philip had extended the use of a long weapon from the infantry to the Etartian cavalry. What was then called the sarissa , and which we might call a lance, was 9 feet long, with a sharp blade at each end (the heavier metal blade was towards the rear) and about 5 feet [footnoteRef:1]of this total length extended forward of the sarissa bearer , who held this weapon with one hand in a balanced position […]. Philip also formed light cavalry corps, whose "forerunners" were also armed with sarissas. [1: Unit of length.]

Classical era – The work of Alexander the Great (109-112)
6. Based on your knowledge of the work of Alexander the Great and drawing information from the text given to you, please mention:
a. In the political action of Alexander the Great, the administration and the attitude towards the local populations (units 13)
b. In his action in the cultural sector. (12 credits)

To administer the great empire he conquered, Alexander retained almost all the methods of his Persian predecessors. He recognized its multinational character and appointed satraps, not only his own people but also the highest officials of Darius. […] In the religious sphere he was as tolerant as the Persians, even showing, in some cases, greater respect than they did for the local gods. In one matter alone he radically differed. He founded new cities, giving many of them his name - Plutarch speaks of more than seventy. He had the reasonable expectation that through them he would be able to administer better and more effectively.
The new cities were inhabited by local populations, gathered from the surrounding areas, but were handed over from the beginning to Alexander's officials and had, as a core, his retired men. In form and habits, they were very reminiscent of the Greek ones, while their commanders spoke Greek. The primary goal was to gather troops capable of dealing with rebellions in them. In addition, they transplanted the culture of the Greeks into a completely foreign environment, with theaters, gymnasiums, arcades and baths. Thanks to these new cities, bilingual groups of local populations were created, familiar with the world and thought of the Greeks.

I, Augustus Constantine and I, Augustus Licinius, when we were fortunate enough to meet in Milan and discuss all matters concerning the common interest, decided that […] we should first of all arrange those things that have to do with piety and respect for the divine. That is, to give both Christians and all others the freedom to choose the religion they want, so that any divinity and any heavenly power that exists will be favorable to us and to all those who are under our authority.
