2) Write a review of The Book Thief movie for your school website. In your review:

· give information about the movie: the setting (time and place), the plot, the main characters, cast, director
· say what you liked/disliked about it (e.g. plot, acting, direction, photography, music etc) 
· say whether and to whom you would recommend it

3) Choose a character from the movie and write an analysis. More specifically:
· Introduce him/her (say who he/she is, say a few things about his her background)
· Describe his/her appearance and personality
· Comment on his/her actions, behaviour and relationships with the other characters
· Talk about his/her role / significance in the story

4) Discuss the importance of language, reading and writing in the movie. How are these elements presented by the characters’ actions and events in the movie?

5) The following contrasting themes appear in the movie:
· Love vs. Hatred 
· Life vs. Death
· Peace vs. War
Choose one pair of contrasting themes and discuss how they are presented in the movie. Refer to specific characters, events, actions or specific scenes and settings which are used to present them.

a) What is its role/significance of book burning in the movie? What does it symbolize?
b) Do some internet research and write about book burning during:
· the Nazi era
· other times in history
· today
